A LESSON IN LUXURY

ere’s more to life than luxury. There's
ominess, t0o...especially if you like to
are your luxury with family and friends.
fortunately, only a few cars these days
er generous helpings of both.
rtunately, one of these cars is the
egant yet affordable Mercury Grand
arquis LS.

One look at Grand Marquis LS’ standard
interior, shown above, clearly illustrates
Mercury's intention of spoiling you from the
very beginning. The aptly named Twin
Comfort Lounge seats are upholstered in
rich cloth and feature dual seatback

recliners, plus dual fold-down center

armrests that allow you to tailor your
seating arrangements for two or three in
front. Further adjustments are available in
the form of six-way power seat options for
either the driver's side alone or both driver's
and passengers sides. Further luxury is
available in the form of optional leather
seating surfaces.

Rear-seat passengers receive special
attention as well. There's a fold-down
center armrest which again turns
comfortable seating for three into luxurious
seating for two.
