Capacity

The maximum load capacities and GVW (Gross
Vehicle Weight) ratings of Ford light-duty trucks
are higher than ever before [or most series. And
each series now gives vou a greater choice of
weight capacities within its broader range of
GVW ratings. Ford's expanded lineup of ratings
enables you to pick a vehicle load capacity
to match vour job with greater ease and accuracy.
The chart below shows how to find the proper
pickup for vour job. First, select the needed pickup
box length (614 it with 115-in. wheelbase, 8 ft.
with 131-in. wheelbasze or 9 ft. with 135-in.
